Through the Community
Service Tax Credits

KPA is closing out 2006 with its most successful year in it's 27-year history.
The Board of Directors would like to thank all the donors who helped make this mile-
stone possible for KPA. The Community Service Tax Credit program is a powerful tool
administered by the Kansas Department of Commerce to enhance the fundraising
capabilities of nonprofits.

The tax credit program allows the nonprofit to raise funds to build infrastructure,
increase long-term sustainability, and make capital improvements. The Kansas Preser-
vation Alliance will establish an endowment fund; a revolving loan fund; and use a
portion of the funds for further stabilization of our Revolving Fund building in Smith
Center.

The Kansas Preservation Alliance is the
statewide partner of the National Trust for Historic
Preservation; and KPA also works with the
Cultural Resources Division of the Kansas State
Historical Society, the State Historic Preservation
Office, on historic preservation advocacy issues
across Kansas.

Advocacy is one of KPA's primary initiatives,
taking part, this year, as a consulting party on the
Amelia Earhart Bridge in Atchison - working with
KDOT; the Kenneth Smith property in Shawnee -
working with the Corps of Engineers; Kenyon Hall
in Emporia - working with the Lyon County
Historical Society and the City of Emporia.
